Guitar chords
Below are some of the chords that you’ll find useful if you play through the examples. As far as possible in the post and podcast I kept everything in G and Am so you can most of the chords pretty easily without having to mess about with barring. Here are the chords for the G sequences:
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I haven’t included tabs for the minor sequences – E7, F, Dm7 and D7 are very basic chords that you should already know.

Piano chords

Overleaf you’ll find a charming, hand-scrawled (I can’t be bothered to pay £400 for Sibelius) overview of the different chords as they might be played on the piano.

In case you can’t decipher the notes at the very bottom, I’m just making the point that all these chords are just presented in a single inversion (usually the root). You can, of course, play basic chords in root + two inversions and more complicated things like sevenths in root + three inversions. Anyone who doesn’t understand inversion, leave a comment… 
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
